Scope:
ZOA Air Route Traffic Control Center
Description:
Pilot Reports (PIREPs), AIRMETs, and SIGMETs from ADDS Aviation Dataserver are ingested regularly into PostGIS database on MTR WFO Linux machine.  Spatial relationships are utilized within the PostGIS database to determine which Air Traffic sectors the PIREPs affect, the average intensity of the PIREPs for each sector(categorized by PIREP type), and whether the sectors are affected by a current AIRMET.  A KML file is created from the previous relationships and color codes the Air Traffic sectors according to intensities of PIREPs.  It also indicates to Air Traffic personnel which sectors have no disseminated PIREPs during the past three hours.

Future product ideas include overlaying a PIREP kml file that displays PIREPs as clickable/mouseover markers…using essentially the same process as noted above.


Multiple displays of the same data but different zoomed levels for each Air Traffic Area is also a future product idea.  Widescreen views of the maps without NWS header/footer will be available(if that is okay) to FAA ATC within the facility for wider maps/increased zoom.
